
The MN Drover is designed, manufactured, and 
tested to comply with current Australian standards 
AS4114 and relevant EPA and OHS guidelines. 
This is achieved through the 4-stage recirculating 
filtration process. The extracted air is filtered by 
3D Polycomb paint pocket exhaust filter, Activated 
Carbon exhaust filter, S10 pre–Inlet Filter and 
finally 600G inlet filer before being brought back 
into the Drover’s cabin.
